My On-Time Healthy Snack Tree
Undesirable Behavior Targeted: - Sixth grade students who demonstrate tardiness and are not seated and facing towards the front of the class at teacher’s view by the ring of the third warning bell.
Desirable (expected) Behavior Targeted –All four tables will be filled in with students in their assigned seats. Everything will be put away other than their books, paper, pencil, and any necessary materials I assign them on the board. As the third warning bell rings, every student must be in their seat facing me (the teacher) who will be located in the middle facing them.   
Types of positive reinforcements - Reinforced – when & how? 
· Immediate R+ (Once the third bell has rang, I will take a minute to check all four tables. I will place a leaf on every table if and only if all students are place in their assign seats within that moment. By the end of class a student from the team tables will place the leaf on the class’s tree branch poster located on the left side wall.)
· Ongoing R+ (Once the tree branch poster has filled in with 25 leaves, a fruit will be earned. This can be any of the teacher’s or students’ pick; it can even be voted on. The teacher will place a photo of that fruit and place it in the tree. The next following day teacher will bring that fruit as a snack and students will snack on that fruit as they work in teams using their electric devices to research some fun facts about that fruit. Students will then present their 3-minute research assignment to the class.
· Overall R+ (after reaching 3 fruits which equals to 75 leaves, students as team tables will create an interactive learning activities based on health related topics of their choice that was covered within the chapters that I lectured on.
·  As soon as the third warming bell rings, I will place the leaf on the table if and only if all students are in their assign seats facing front middle of the board. After the third bell rings and some students are not place in their team table seats, I will move on to the next table. This process should only take no more than 2 minutes. 
Interactive Learning Activity- As soon as the goal is met at 75 leaves and 3 fruit snack days, students will have the opportunity to create a 15 minute learning activity based on any health relating topic we discuss within the month. The activity can be based on games, trivia, ice breakers, can be outdoor or indoor, and it can involve any physical movement. There are four table teams so I will schedule them all in one day.

    Explain HOW you will Teach the Desired Behaviors:-The desired behavior will be introduce on the first day of school. I will go over the course objectives, attendances and late arrivals policy, and any necessary guidelines. I will also explain the purpose of my on-time healthy snack tree, and give a mini lesson on the importance of punctuality. All this will be done on the first day of school only. I will only spend no more than 3 minutes checking attendances and tardiness at the beginning of each class and do any pre-correction if needed.
 Explain HOW you will Teach the Plan: My idea to teach the plan to my students is to pick two of them and have them role play as boss and employee. I will give them the situation of a deadline that a boss must meet and what happens if their employees are late every day. How would you the boss feel? How would you feel if your business was losing money because your employees can’t finish the job on time because their always late to work? Then I will have all the students pair up and come up with their own idea of the concept that I just demonstrated; I will then pick 5 or so to demonstrate to the class. 
Provide options- Any adjustments I need to make for my policies on tardiness/on time arrivals will based on the students’ condition and parents, doctor, and school letters sign for and approve.  
 Demonstrate all Necessary Items- Color construction paper, scissors, tape, colors, class book, pencil, and of course the students themselves.
